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Abstract: Victoria Lady Welby, together with Ferdinand de Saussure and Charles

Sanders Peirce, is regarded as the co-founder of semiotics. However,
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unlike Saussure and Peirce, Welby and her theory of significs have
received less academic recognition than her counterparts and their
theories. Research on Welby was particularly lacking in the 20" century.
Urgent efforts are thus required to explore this field. Welby developed an
approach that deepened the formation of semiotic theory and proposed
the concepts of “sense”, “meaning” and “significance”, which are
central and foundational to her theory of significs. She also put forward
the principles of “sense” and “mother-sense” as the thread of her
meaning theory, indicating the first level of meaning generation and the
primary stage of human beings’ signifying process. Along with Peircean
semiotics, Welby’s significs initiated and promoted the development of
the study of semiotics from code semiotics to interpretive semiotics.
