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From Narrative Literature Research to Narration of
Literary History: The Expansion of Qiao Guogiang’s
Narrative Research

Abstract: Qiao Guogiang’s narrative research begins with narrative literature
and gradually expands to narrative theoretical thinking and the

“narration of literary history”. In the process of expanding his studies
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of narration, narrative literature research, narrative theoretical
thinking and the “narration of literary history” are conducted and
developed in an interlaced and symbiotic way. His study of the
“narration of literary history” is logically based on his research on
narrative literature and narrative theoretical thinking. His narrative
literature research focuses on the study of American Jewish narrative
literature, and his narrative theoretical thinking mainly includes
macroscopic thinking, terminology discrimination and concerns with
Chinese narratology. His research on the narration of literary history,
which focuses on the narrative principle of literary history, is unique
in current narrative studies and contributes to Chinese narrative and
to the international narrative field.
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
