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Abstract: Classical Narratology, or modern narratology, has long misread Russian
formalism’s “fabula”(i.e. material events)as “story”, ignoring the hypotheses behind
the school’s binomial concept of material event and plot (“syuzhet”), that is, the
contrast between art and life, and the conception of the history of literature that
there is a “Defamiliarization” cyclic evolution between stories spreading in the
history and in daily life, and the re-plotting of these stories (only as materials at this
time). This misalignment stems from the structuralism foundation of classic
narratology in constructing its conceptual framework, which is based on the text
itself. Undoubtedly, the dichotomy of story and discourse, or the tripartite of story,
text, and narrative in Classical Narratology can not constitute a true logic of
narrative stratification. Events and narratives should be a reasonable basic conceptual

framework for modern general Narratology.
