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'The Formation of Irony: The Distance Between Narrative Subjects

Abstract: Ironic narration means that a narrative text can be interpreted in two
conflicting ways. A narrative text contains an implied author,
narrators, characters, readers and many other communicative subjects,
the distance between whose cognition, moral value and aesthetics serves
as the key to the mechanism of the irony. The major types of distance

include distance between narrators and implied authors, that is,
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unreliable narration; distance between narrators and characters;
distance between different narrators; distance between narrators and
readers; and polyphony and irony.
