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The Semiotic Approach in Mieke Bal’s Study of
Image Narrative
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Abstract: Since Lessing, the debate on the narrativity of images has persisted to
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the present day. With semiotics as the core methodological
framework, Mieke Bal redefines the narrativity of images, shifting the
research focus from “time” to “events” and challenging the traditional
medium-centrism within the opposition between text and image. Bal
constructs a relational framework between images and events,
emphasizing the driving role of the viewer’s active interpretation in the
generation of narrative. Her theory of “framing and reframing”
further deconstructs the static meaning of images, revealing the
essence of the frame as a dynamic semiotic practice. Bal regards signs
as “events”, arguing that the narrativity of images stems from the
dynamic activation of signs in the viewer’s interpretation. The
meaning of images is not fixed in the original intent of the text, but
forms an open chain of interpretation through continuous decoding
and recoding. This theoretical path integrates narratology and
semiotics: it critiques the static treatment of signs in positivism,
provides a dynamic framework for image interpretation in the digital
age, and drives the paradigm shift in visual arts research from
“meaning restoration” to “event participation”.
