Character, Time, and Meaning: The Plot of the Self

Abstract: In literary studies, debates over “plot” traditionally centre on the
message from the condensed text and its reducible narrative pattern.
This paper, adopting a semiotic narratological approach, takes the
meaning of the self offered by narrative as the key to an analysis of
the plot. It argues that in literary texts, an understanding of the
narrative elements in plot construction should be developed from the
two dimensions of “what” and “how” to make the text meaningful to
the self (regardless of the sender, receiver, or character of the text) .
