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Abstract: The question about meaning is the core question common to Analytic
Philosophy, Phenomenology and Semiotics. To establish the argument
on meaning, it is essential to distinguish the possible overlapping and
difference between Analytic Philosophy and Phenomenology, where
could lie their greatest. This short essay is far too enough for this task.
It is only to hint that the road to its solution could well lie in the semiotic

phenomenology proposed by Charles Sanders Peirce. If we could revisit
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the Peirce’s discussion on those issue, we might find our way forward.
For this purpose, the present paper offers a short discussion on the
Peircean and Husserlean stands on the relations between the sign and the
meaning.
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
