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Abstract: The core issue of this paper is how to understand the ““pragmaticism” which C.
S. Peirce endorsed. The debate that has been continuing since the antique time about the
connection between words-signs and their objects ( the issue of motivation) leaves a great
number of questions. Socrates, as described by Plato, hesitated on the issue. Scholars,
later divided in their opinions, as Saussure and Peirce did, from complete unmotivatedness
to frequent motivation, but still localized. All these were issues in the primary motivation.
Once signs have entered the use of social activities, secondary ubiquitous motivation takes
place. Peirce was among the first to declare that signs grow in their practical use, and the
use of signs is actually to develop the signs. Therefore, the pragmatic activities themselves
fertilize the signs themselves.
